o Take #19 or #20 (Waikiki) bus from airport to Ala Moana Center.

o Transfer to #6 (Woodlawn Drive/East-West) bus. The last #6 bus leaves Ala
Moana Center at 9:20 p.m. It is very unlikely that you will make the transfer
at Ala Moana Center if you are on a flight arriving after 7:30 p.m.

o Get off at Armstrong St. and O‘ahu Ave. (Ask bus driver to let you know.)

o Walk a half block on O‘ahu Ave to the Meeting House (#2426).
